All supplies will be provided or you can bring two of your favorite fat quarters. With a 

colorful ribbon tie you will complete the apron by the end of class so you can wear it 

home! 

 

Supply List: 

- 1 fat quarter – Main fabric 

- 1 fat quarter – Accent fabric 

- 3 yards of Grosgrain Ribbon 7/8” wide 

Thread (50 weight, multi colors) 
Water Soluble Marking Pen (blue) or Clover Chaco Liner (white) 
12” Ruler 
Scissors 
Pins 
Point Turner 
Seam Guide or Post-it Note pads
